1. The monthly meeting of the Mill Creek Water Reclamation District (the “District”) for August, 2010 was called to order at 7:07 p.m. on Wednesday, August 25, 2010. 
2. Upon roll call:  Trustees D.J. Tegeler, Brian Grinstead and Mike Iwan were all present. 
3. The floor was opened for public comment.  Mr. Werner Schagunn addressed the Board and raised concerns about the notices from the District with respect to the RPZ certification process.  He also requested that the Board consider implementing a system that allows the residents to pay their bills on-line.  Mr. Tom Riordan also addressed the Board and advised the Board that he was having some water quality issues.  The Board agreed to send an operations representative to his home to investigate the problem.
4. President Tegeler stated that there were no public announcements at this time.

5. New Business:  
(a)
Upon motion duly made by Trustee Iwan and seconded by Trustee Grinstead, the trustees voted unanimously (3-0) to move to Closed Session pursuant to Section 2(a)(11) of the Open Meetings Act to discuss pending litigation.  After a discussion in Closed Session, the Board returned to open session.
(b)
The Trustees deferred the approval of the July meeting minutes to the next meeting.
(c)
Elizabeth Murphy from Murphy Murphy & Associates CPAs, Ltd. had previously delivered the monthly financial reports to the trustees.  After a discussion of the financial statements, Trustee Grinstead made a motion to approve the accounts payable list as presented and to authorize the payment of the invoices reflected thereon.  Trustee Iwan seconded the motion.  Upon a roll call vote, the trustees voted unanimously (3-0) in favor of the motion.
(d)
As a result of the lengthy discussion in Closed Session, Trustee Iwan made a motion to terminate the current operator effective as of December 1, 2010.  Trustee Grinstead seconded the motion.  Upon roll call vote, Trustees Tegeler and Iwan voted “Aye” and Trustee Grinstead voted “Nay”.  Accordingly, the motion passed.  President Tegeler directed the District’s counsel to prepare a notice that could be delivered on September 1, 2010 to Town & Country Utilities.  President Tegeler stated that he would speak with John Sheaffer from Sheaffer & Roland about this meeting and about the potential reinstatement of the Sheaffer & Roland operations contract.  President Tegeler will report back to the trustees.
6. Old Business:
(a) President Tegeler reported that he had received a letter from Engineering Enterprises confirming that its concerns with respect to the Greensfield project had been addressed.  Jason Fowler from Sheaffer & Roland requested that the Board consider waiving the requirement of a letter of credit given the specific circumstances of this project, including the fact that the County was already requiring a construction guaranty.  The trustees discussed this request and noted that the risk seemed fairly minimal, especially given the Board’s ability to prevent any connection until all of the work is done.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously (3–0) to waive the requirement of a letter of credit in connection with the Greensfield project.

(b) The District’s counsel, Don Manikas of Walker Wilcox Matousek LLP, reported that he had received a draft of a Detention Maintenance Agreement and revised drafts of the Annexation Agreement and Recapture Agreement with respect to the Brundige Green project.  President Tegeler stated that he was willing to consider the potential acceptance of the maintenance responsibilities with respect to the Brundige Green project, but would need to review the actual documentation.  He also reiterated that the Board had previously approved the Brundige Green annexation and that he had authority to execute the documents once he determines that they are in an acceptable form.

(c) Jeff Freeman from Engineering Enterprises Inc. (“EEI”) reported on the requirements for obtaining a dam permit and provided analysis to the Board with respect to the District’s facilities.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Board unanimously voted to direct EEI to check with the IDNR on whether the District has a permit and to contact the IEPA with respect to the issue of jurisdiction and whether one governmental entity has priority over the other in these circumstances.
7. There being no further business to come before this meeting, upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting was adjourned.
